You will be accompanied to the Venaria Reale, one of the most significant examples 
of the splendour of 17th and 18th century architecture and art in Europe.  

The enormous palace, which has a surface area of over 80,000 square metres, 
contains some of the most outstanding examples of European baroque architecture: 
the enchanting Salone di Diana, designed by Amedeo di Castellamonte, the solemnity 
of the Galleria Grande and the chapel of Sant’Uberto, and the immense complex of 
the Scuderie, designed by the 17th century genius, Filippo Juvarra, the sumptuous 
decorations and the ingenious installations of life at court created by Peter 
Greenaway, provide an ideal frame for the Theatre of History and Magnificence, the 
exhibition about the Savoia family that accompanies the visitor for almost 1 and a 
half kilometres, on the ground floor and piano nobile of the Reggia. 

The Gardens now represent a close combination of ancient and modern, a virtuous 
dialogue of archaeological sites and contemporary works, all framed by a vision of 
infinity: with the 17th century grottos, the Fountain of Hercules, the ruins of the 
Temple of Diana and the rebuilt Peschiera Grande, the Gran Parterre, the Allee, and 
the Flower and Rose Gardens, they have no rivals among historical Italian gardens 
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for their magnificent views and vast natural panorama surrounded by the woods of La 
Mandria and the mountain chain of the Alps.
